At Saint Patrick’s Cathedral, Saint Patrick
himself is said to have baptised converts
at a well on cathedral grounds.

Day 3. (B, D) We tour the Kilmainham
Gaol, Trinity College, then take a tast-
ing at the Guinness Hopstore. Tonight
we take a Literary Pub Tour. Bewley’s
Hotel

This morning we visit the
Kilmainham Gaol (Jail), and learn about the
complex and stormy emergence of Ireland
as a free nation. A thought provoking tour
through the jail's corridors, cells and yards
will give you a good idea of the political
and penal history of Ireland. Next we visit
Trinity College where the Book of Kells, an
early Christian manuscript of the four
gospels, is housed.
